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Effective Men’s Ministry?     
Lutheran Men in Mission responds to the realities of young men

  Would you describe your congregation as a “dynamic church filled with passionate men who live and love like Christ?”  
   Lutheran Men in Mission (LMM) has been asking why is it that every Sunday in America, there are 5.5 million women worshipping without their spouses and if the church has failed to respond to the realities of young men. 
   In October of this year, LMM announced a Synod-wide, men’s ministry initiative by naming Todd Little as its’ Men’s Ministry Specialist within the Rocky Mountain Synod.  The Men’s Ministry Specialist position has been charged with working with ALL congregations from El Paso, Texas, to northern Wyoming and from western Utah to the eastern plains of Colorado.  
   According to Little, “If you fire-up and engage the men of a congregation in the work of effective, men’s ministry, the whole culture of a church can and WILL be transformed for the better!”  
   LMM is currently working with about eight congregations in Colorado, and each of these churches is experiencing this “transformation in culture” that Little is describing.  
   Justin March from Bethany Lutheran Church, Cherry Hills Village, Colorado said, “Our relationship with LMM has created a new openness among the men of our church and has empowered them to take a lead in our congregation.”   
   While many congregations in the Rocky Mountain Synod have a Saturday morning men’s bible study, this men’s ministry from LMM initiative is much more than that.  LMM’s vision is to “turbo-charge” men’s ministry so that existing men’s ministries will move closer to leadership roles and to becoming true disciples. Meanwhile, new men will be encouraged to join, participate, and become true “brothers” of a shared and common congregational vision.  
   Little invites Rocky Mountain Synod congregations to get onboard with this new wave of  men’s ministry momentum by working with a few key men in each congregation to walk them through the process and achieve amazing results.  
    “As men, we are all struggling to be good fathers and husbands and to find balance in our lives,” he said. “Each congregation is now being challenged to try something different in these challenging times.”
