
Suggestions for Establishing a Congregational Policy for Transportation 

of Youth Related to Church Sponsored Activities

If your congregation does not already have a policy for transportation of youth by adults, then first check with your own congregation's insurance company for their recommended guidelines. Here are some general guidelines for you to consider:


• Make a copy of the Driver's License of the driver plus basic car information and license 

number. Keep in a secure, locked file at the church. 


• A signed form listing your expectations which may include:



- A document that states he/she has not had his/her driver’s license 




suspended within the past 5 years.



- Cell Phone Use















- Driver will not use cell phone while driving.




- Agrees to pull over and stop if needs to use cell.



- Driver will stay within all speed limits.



- Driver and all passengers will wear seat belts at all times.


• Record contact phone numbers:



- Parent(s)/guardians info carried by driver and also kept at church.  



- Driver’s phone number given to parent/guardian.



- Suggested that a driver 18 or younger not transport others – check your 




own state laws in this matter.


• For any driver age 18-21, receive signed permission from parents of passengers 



younger than 17 to ride in vehicle with this driver. 


• If one adult is driving one minor (17 or younger) to an event, and these two 



people are the only two persons in the car, inform parents/guardian & have 



written permission of the parent. Address any concerns with the driver, parent(s) 


and passenger.


• A procedure for a basic safety inspection, prior to departure, of all vehicles used for 

transporting youth and adults to official congregational sponsored event.
