3. Download SHYG Individual Permission and Release Form(s). One for youth. One
for adults. Copy and provide this form for each participating youth and adult.
4. Collect a completed Permission and Release form for each participant. You will
need this info before you complete the on-line registration process.
5. Complete the on-line registration process. Be aware of deadlines. A link to the
on-line registration process is at: www.rmselca.org/shyg
Send in payment to the RMS office:
